CHARACTER BREAKDOWN

ALBIN
An aging drag queen. Although comical, his own sense of dignity is crucial. When he is in full drag, he becomes the fabulous Zaza – star attraction of a nightclub on the Riviera. Strong comedy skills and ability to look convincing and graceful in drag.
Lead Role; a slightly mature performer of star quality, good comic timing, and a strong and forceful West End voice.

GEORGES
Albin’s lover and the MC/manager of La Cage aux Folles. Distinguished, once handsome, and definitely the “male” of the pair. His over-refinement is probably the giveaway that he is gay. He is the patient and long-suffering straight man to Albin’s comic neurosis.
Lead Role; a strong charismatic actor. A suave and sophisticated performer, energetic, loving, and caring, who must move well and look completely at home on a stage.

JEAN-MICHEL
Georges’s son from a short-lived affair twenty years previously. Well-mannered, educated and desperately in love with his fiancée, Anne. He is a single-minded lad, knowing exactly what he wants. Playing age 20 years old.
Acting supporting lead – boyishly handsome, masculine and full of charm. Strong mover and dancer.

JACOB
The flamboyant butler/housemaid, and Albin’s personal assistant. Although an attractive man, he is more comfortable in drag than anything else. He aspires to be one of the drag acts in the Club. Playing age early 20s – 35; can be of any ethnic background. Must have excellent comic timing, and strong mover and dancer.

ANNE DINDON
The adorable and adored object of Jean-Michel’s affection. The daughter of the right-wing politician, Edouard Dindon. Playing age 18 – 20. Must be able to dance well.

MONSIEUR EDOUARD DINDON
Anne’s pompous father, the stuffed shirt Deputy General of the right-wing radical “Tradition, Family, & Morality Party”. The complete bigot and a strict father and husband. Playing age mid-50s.; only appears in Act Two, Strong actor and comic timing required – an experienced stage performer. Some basic movement, comic, required when he appears in drag in the final scene.

MADAME MARIE DINDON
Dindon’s intimidated wife, shy, retiring, highly strung, flighty and a bit scatter-brained – playing age late 40s – mid 50s. Only appears in Act Two, an experienced stage performer. Good dance mover, and must look comfortable and stunning in a leotard in the final scene.

JACQUELINE
Georges and Albin’s long-time friend. Earthy but sophisticated owner of the chic restaurant “Chez Jacqueline”. Playing age 35 – 50. Not necessarily a singer, per se, but needs to perform the song with a great deal of theatrics – a consummate stage performer who can own a stage. Acting cameo – French accent required.

LES CAGELLES
The drag performers at La Cage, who are background performers for Zaza; in this production it is the intention to cast a total of EIGHT Cagelles comprising 6 MALES and 2 FEMALES.
CHANTAL – SONGBIRD OF AVIGNON – MALE
Must be able to do coloratura cadenzas in the soprano range.
HANNA FROM HAMBURG – S & M DIVA, BRANDISHES A WHIP – MALE
Dance includes tango
PHAEDRA THE ENIGMA – MALE
The Cagelle with the wild tongue – literally if possible!
MERCEDES THE MAGNIFICENT – MALE
